And can the liberties of a nation be thought to be
secure when we have removed their only firm basis, a conviction in the minds of the

people that these liberties are the Gift of God? That they are not to be violated, but with
His wrath? Indeed, |tremble for my country when | reflect that God is just; that His

justice cannot sleep forever; thata revolution of the wheel of fortune, a change of
situation, is among possible events; thatit may become probable by Supernatural

influence? The Almighty has no attribute which can side with us in that event.”

While driving through South Ashland recently, | saw the following on a church message board:
“Patience is waiting, not worrying”.
Thanks Grace Church of the Nazarene, | needed that.

Psalms 62:5-6 says, “My soul waits upon God, for my hope is in Him. He alone is my rock and my
salvation; He is my fortress, | shall not be moved”. In this Psalm David opens his heart to God,
describing some of his life’s problems.

TRIALS BY
FIRE!

In 1942, the building housing the newly established Meade Station
Church was totally destroyed by fire. Services were being held in
a one-room school house with the permission of the Boyd County
Board of Education.

Individual homes were opened to the congregation to hold services.
In 1943, the congregation managed to purchase a small piece of
ground a new sanctuary was constructed in 1944. In 1949, three
Sunday School rooms were added to the rear of the building, and,
in the mid ‘50’s, additional rooms were added to the front of the
building.

In 1956, the church purchased its first parsonage for $6,800.00
Enough funds were borrowed to also add a bathroom to the
parsonage and the renovation of two available classroom spaces
creating two restrooms in the church building.

In the mid 1960’s a building fund was started and actual
construction of a new church facility was begun in 1968. In
October 1968, just a few weeks prior to moving into the new
sanctuary, once again a devastating fire destroyed the building.

BUT--out of the ashes came a determined group of people that
immediately began a new building that was completed in March
1969! No doubt there was discouraging skepticism about
rebuilding. The people could have despaired. Instead they prayed
and the work continued.

Nehemiah tells of how, when Jerusalem was in ruins and the gates destroyed by fire, the walls were rebuilt in record time
and a spiritual reawakening was brought about among the people. All this happened “for the people had a mind to
work” (4:6). Spiritual building (or rebuilding) often begins with one person’s vision. The people of Meade Station
Church of God had a vision that had God’s approval, and not only did they have a mind to work, they worked with all
their hearts. Let us pray that we can have this same “mind to work™ and be just as diligent in accomplishing all that God

has planned for our future.
